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Robert Miller:
Donors give VNA $1 million

Two half-million-dollar gifts toward building the  Visiting Nurse Association 's Patrick
and Beatrice Haggerty Center will be announced at a luncheon today, and architect
Philip Henderson  will unveil a rendering of the center.

Texas Instruments Inc. in Richardson is hosting the luncheon, and Tl and the Patrick
and Beatrice Haggerty Foundation are the donors.

Mr. Haggerty was a managerial legend in the early days of Tl as its chairman and chief
executive. He died in 1980 at age 66. Mrs. Haggerty died in 2003 at 90.

The money was donated to VNA's Touching Every Life capital campaign, which was
launched in October 2004 and totals $17.2 million so far.

The campaign began as an effort to expand VNA's Beatrice M. Haggerty Kitchen at
1440 W. Mockingbird Lane that serves the Meals on Wheels Program.

In February 2005, a fire destroyed the kitchen and much of the seven-story building that
housed it. The new one-story building, scheduled for completion in 2007, will replace
that building.

The new center will have a kitchen with twice the production capacity of the original,
plus a boardroom, workrooms and offices for VNA's Meals on Wheels staff.

This April, VNA home care programs and administrative operations will move from
temporary space to nearby 1600 Viceroy Drive. VNA's Meals on Wheels will stay at its
temporary kitchen in Irving until the new facility is ready.

Tl executives Rich Templeton, Phil Ritter and Lita Alessandra  are hosting the
luncheon.

Also attending will be  Robert Ted Enloe lll, VNA's capital campaign co-chairman, and
his wife, Bess; Teresa Haggerty Parravano, VNA's capital campaign co-chairman, and
her husband, Dennis; Lynn McBee, = VNA board of directors chairman; and  Robert
Carpenter, VNA president and chief executive. Other guests will include Margaret
McDermott, Mary McDermott Cook, Marianne Staubach , Kathleen Haggerty,
Michael Haggerty, Mary Haggerty, Patrick Haggerty Jr .and Sheila Haggerty
Turner.
